Choose 

your challenge.

What was the purpose of this piece of 

reading? Re – read one final time reading with fluency and 

expression.  

 

Day 3 Wednesday:  

Read ‘Fossils' again (at the chosen level) and then answer the 

comprehension questions about it. Then mark your work.  

 

Day 4 Thursday: 

Move on to reading ‘FA Cup’ Read and then re-read ‘FA 

Cup’(There are 3 different reading levels – starting with mild, 

spicy and then finally hot). Choose your challenge.  

 Write down your thoughts about what you have read. Did you 

find it interesting? What was the purpose of this piece of 

reading? Re – read one final time reading with fluency and 



expression.

Day 5 Friday:

Day 6 Monday:  

Move on to reading ‘Carnival.’ Read and then re-read
